ANCIENT & INTIMATE: RITUALS OF AFTER-DEATH 

Connecticut Celebrant, Mary Coburn  

As Celebrants, we understand the importance of ritual 
in mindfully moving through transition.  In a home 
funeral, the rituals are of a very intimate nature, in 
bathing and anointing the body of our loved one, in 
dressing and “laying out”, while spoken rituals of 
blessings, songs, poems, and prayers may be offered.   
Family and friends might choose to build a coffin or 
decorate a cardboard one, lining the interior with a 
favorite quilt or blanket.   Folks are engaged in loving 

acts of care and compassion around the body of the deceased, in the 
familiar environment of home.    Our ancestors knew how to do this, 
and the wisdom was passed down from generation to generation.    It 
is the mission of the home funeral community to reclaim this ancient 
wisdom.

 BRINGING HOME, HOME FUNERALS   

- a tradition in the re-making 

Dorry Bless, Celebrant Fac-
ulty Member and Director of 
the Celebrant Funeral Com-
mittee interviews Austin, Texas 
Funeral, Healing and Transi-
tion Celebrant Donna Belk 
about her specialty as a home 
and green funerals educator 
and practitioner.   �

I’m Dorry Bless and a few 
months ago I had the opportu-
nity to interview Celebrant 
Donna Belk about her private 
practice as a funeral celebrant, 
home and green funeral educa-
tor and practitioner and I found 

out how she came to develop the Yoga of Dying Experience for 
families in her community in Austin, Texas.  Additionally, I learned 
how Donna’s plus thirty years of devoted yoga practice has influ-
enced and complemented her work.  The article from our lively 
conversation has been sent to a couple of magazines and we’re hop-
ing you’ll see it ‘in print’ soon.  Once it’s published, we’ll be able to 
feature it in our own newsletter and Website. 

Here’s a brief excerpt of the interview: 

Dorry: How does education about death and dying enrich our cul-
ture? 

Donna: I believe that educating ourselves about death changes our 
perspective. This knowledge helps us lead happier lives where we 
feel free and can really embrace an appreciation of the richness and 

sacredness of life. When we really experience peace around dying, 
we find ourselves suddenly available to live in expressive and joyful 
ways. A weight lifts and we become unbound. 

Dorry: How does your education and training as a funeral celebrant 
inform your service and work in home and green funerals?  
 
Donna: My training as a funeral celebrant gave me the tools – how 
to create ceremony, how to arrange the flow of ceremony, and 
taught me how to work with the family and loved ones to honor 
their needs; while at the same time focus on creating a ceremony 
that would be both meaningful as well as reflect the truth and beliefs 
of all involved including the deceased. Since I felt comfortable with 
ceremony because of my training and experience, it was easy to 
incorporate the principles into the home funeral situation.  

Dorry: How do you go about creating a home funeral using your 
funeral celebrant training? 

Donna: There are three levels in dealing with a home funeral:     

The practical … how to take care of the body, how to move the 
body. 

 The emotional …what people are feeling, taking the time needed to 
pause, breath and grieve 

The spiritual … reflection about how we’re all going to die, and the 

 recognition of the deeply felt significance when the passage of      
death is anticipated and occurs. 

Creating and performing ceremony weaves all of these elements 
together and creates a beautiful and sacred container for the whole 
experience.

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Strides Against Breast Cancer” involves healing rituals for women 
with breast cancer. Their workshop incorporates ceremony and ritual 
within the “workshop” framework. Restorative Ritual group meets 
regularly and hopes to publish their workshop materials in the future.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The Restorative Ritual Group tells us “People touched by cancer 
instinctively engage in ritual in order to speak to the practical and 
spiritual challenges of a cancer diagnosis and treatment. Wearing a 
pink ribbon; humanizing a hospital room by decorating it with mean-
ingful objects; quilting a community blanket to accompany a loved 
one through the waiting; reading healing affirmations and or prayers 
before treatment are only some examples.”

This is a community driven practice for sure, but our communities 
need people who know  ”how to do a home funeral” and for funeral 
celebrants, this could feel like a very natural extension of your prac-
tice.  We must be aware of the laws in each of our states,  but even in 
states with more restricted laws, (like CT where I live) home funerals 
are still possible, provided you identify a licensed funeral director, 
who will help with transportation and paperwork.

On a Sunday afternoon120 women gathered 
at our friends beautiful farm and sculpture garden in Woodside Cali-
fornia in the hill country. Our event started in the morning and 
woman arrived casually dressed with their yoga mats in hand and 

were welcomed by us in front of the great big 
red beautiful barn. Go to our site to see the 
photos. We did cool things: outdoor hiking, 
yoga with a team of Yoga teachers volunteers, 
we had a veggie picnic lunch served up by a 
local caterer, we picnicked under a old tree 
and rang a bell outside the barn gather every-
one in for our presentations.  

There was a great turn out, it helped that the 
event was free. Friends told friends and sud-
denly we had 120 women. We made wonder-
ful tea shirts made that sold like hot cakes. 
There were also free things like home made 

muffins and little surprises like an African Gospel singers that lifted 
the roof and our hearts with their voices.

gether. This group formed to manifest change to make a big impact. I 
came up and did a short talk about what personal power meant to me. 
I reminded everyone that they had already exercised their personal 
power in coming to or even bringing a friend to this event.  

We had Paola Gianturco as our key speaker, she’s a 
world renown photojournalist, author or “Women 
who light the dark” and an advertising executive for 
35 years. Years ago she became intrigued with 
Global Fund for Women. Paola met with GFFW and 
traveled worldwide and took photographs with them. 
Her photos tell an inspirational story of people who 
have so little. The people she introduces us to are 
trying to solve problems of survival in their commu-
nity.  Paula showed a slide show presentation and 
shared with us her travels of the woman she met and 
their personal stories. She also signed and sold her 
book, proceeds helped GFFW. Because we had all 
just done yoga, I encouraged everyone to practice at 
their edge--to check in with their inner teacher and consider giving a 
donation a little more than they would usually, but an amount that felt 
safe to them.  It was a successful call to action for our group! I also 
gave them homework, to do just three things this coming week in-
cluding call a friend that they haven’t heard from in awhile and be in 
the moment with them. Post the event we sent out a survey to those 
who attended asking them about what they got out of this day and 
what they are subsequently inspired to do now.  We really wanted the 
energy we created to live on. I find that when you give people tools 
they use them wisely. At the very end of the day we gave away little 
bracelets from “Bead for Life”  and said, “the bracelets we gift to you 

today will build two homes for families in Africa.”  

Charlotte:  That says it all doesn’t it? Where you able to raise funds?  

Cristina:  We raised more than $40 thousand dollars. We received 
contribution from $20.00 to $20 thousand dollars and a quite a lot of 
$1,000 dollar contributions. Our message was - “Do what you can do 

exactly where you are.” One can feel good about 
themselves when they make a contribution to a worthy 
cause. And, charitable giving can be framed in a posi-
tive light, it can motivate people and be a spiritual 
experience if done in the right context. I find that peo-
ple are craving this experience.  Afterwards we got 
tons of feedback from our follow up survey and it was 
clear that everyone wanted more including the organ-
izers! Maybe there should be an east coast Celebrant 
Shine on Women Event? 

Charlotte:  Absolutely Cristina!

Arizona Celebrant, Carolyn Niethammer is one of our admired 
Celebrant Foundation story writers and Celebrant librarian, she is 
also is an award-winning biographer and 
has authored five books. She’s traveled 
the world and in North America has 
visited Indigenous People’s reserva-
tions, observing and participating in 
local customs and rituals. Carolyn re-
cently wrote a piece for the Celebrant

issues. She shares with us 10 tips for a 
memorable baby ceremony and for the 
baby in you!  Feel free to share this with 
your friends.   

10 Tips for a Memorable Baby Ceremonies , 

Carolyn Niethammer suggests!  

1) Every good ceremony has a beginning, a middle and an end.  So 
your guests will know the ritual has begun, plan something to center 
everyone’s attention using a candle lighting or just a quiet moment 

of reflection. End with a reading, a poem or a prayer. 

2) Music helps to set a mood and define a ceremonial space. Pick out 
several pieces to play while people are gathering and another piece 
for the ending when your guests will be gathering around the baby 
and parents to congratulate them.  

3) Include and honor the grandparents and other older relatives who 
are able to attend.  They are your family’s roots and memory keep-
ers. 

4) It’s true that it takes a village to raise a child.  Pick an adult or two 
or even an older cousin to be the child’s godparent or guideparent.  It 
is good for a child to have close relationships with several adults – 
someone to turn to in addition to their parents. 

5) Include any family customs or cultural customs that are relevant. 

6) Have a short section on the family history – when did your ances-
tors come to this country, where have people lived, what sets your 
family apart from any others?  Be sure to include both sides of the 
family and if the child or infant is adopted pay homage to their fam-
ily, country and culture. 

7) The parents should explain why they have chosen this particular 
name for their baby. An example:  We give you this first name of   
(name).  Add the explanation.  We give you this middle name of 
(name).  Add explanation.  We give you our family name (name).  
Finish with whatever you know about your family name. 

8) Include your guests, especially siblings, in the ritual so that they 
are not just witnesses, but participants as well.  You might have 
them write their wishes for the baby in a book when they arrive and 
then perhaps read their wish aloud.   

9) During the ceremony create a keepsake for the baby.  Perhaps 
everyone will make a wish on a small stone and drop it in a dish, 
hold a bead that will be strung into a necklace, plant a tree, or write 
their wishes in a book.  Don’t forget photographs. As children grow, 
they love to hear stories about themselves when they were younger. 

10) Plan the ceremony around your baby’s timetable.  Children have 
times when they are generally happy and when they are fussy, when 
they are sleepy and when they are alert.  It is more important for the 
baby to be comfortable with the time than the guests. 
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with symbols from the patron's family history and 
profession.

Here’s one to make your celestial wheels turn,  “What if Salome 
hadn’t asked for the head of John the Baptist and ran off with him 
instead?” 

Besides the photos of Peter’s sculpture we’ve thought you’d 
also like to see our Peter in action as he presides over a Baby 
Blessing Ceremony that took place on the Pacific Ocean 
north of  Venice Beach, CA. 

Peter describes the ceremony, “we respectfully borrowed a 
Native American naming ritual, blessed our baby while hon-
oring the four directions and asked all in attendance to speak 
a few words about what this event 
meant to them and then we watched 
the sun set.” 

We enjoyed talking to Peter and 
would love to take him up on his 
invite, Pete’s invite: “So,  If you're 
ever down at this end of the Rio 
Grande, gimme a shout.”

10 THINGS I KNOW FOR SURE ABOUT BEING A 
CELEBRANT...

I remember my very first wedding. 

I was terrified.  Nope.  Beyond terrified.  I practiced the ceremony a 
dozen or two times in my living home and my heart was pounding as I 
drove to the venue on “wedding day.” 

And what made this even more challenging?  Well, I was going to 
marry one of my best friends and people close to me were going to be 
there. 

As the ceremony started and the bride walked down the aisle, I 
thought I was going to keel over.  And then, the music stopped and the 
couple was in front of me.  And “magic” began.   

I shared the words.  I moved into the moment.  And then, it was done. 

As I walked from the ceremony site, I knew in my belly I was born to 
experience the joy, elation, and challenges of this Celebrant work.  I 
smiled all the way to the reception. 

And since that moment in 2003 – and six years into this experience – 
and 850 ceremonies later - here is what I know for sure about being a 
Celebrant: 

1)  This Is Joyful Work.  This is Hard Work.   In many ways, Cele-
brancy is as much a vocation and calling as it is “work.”  And while 
this vocation is filled with great satisfaction and joy, it also demands 
great perseverance, compassion, empathy, vision and heart.  In grow-
ing one’s Celebrancy practice, the journey is not only a path of offer-
ing ritual services to individuals, families and couples but it is also 
about growing one’s skill sets and heart. 

2)  This Profession Demands Stamina.  Being a Celebrant is not for 
the faint of heart.  If you can’t take the ups and downs, the mini-
dramas, the elation of appreciation as well as the agony of a major 
“mis-choice” or “error,” back away now.   

 

3)   No, The Ceremonies “Just Won’t Come…”  As much as I love 
creating and delivering ceremonies, a big part of a Celebrant’s job is in 
the marketing and positioning of the Celebrant practice.  So, to be a 
successful Celebrant, the business side and the ritual side must go 
hand-in-hand. 

4)   You Gotta Love Those “In The Car Moments…”  One of the 
best pieces of Celebrancy for me is the “in the car moment.”  This 
comes after a ceremony when I get to my car, open the door, get in – 
put the ceremony on the seat next to me and smile.  Most times, I 
smile for a job well done. And on occasion, I’ll call my husband and 
say, “Honey…you’re not going to believe this!” 

5)   Doing This Long Enough and Hard Enough, You Will Crash.  
If you do enough ceremonies over enough time, there may come a 
time when you’ll “crash.”  Of course, “crashing” is different for all of 
us.  For me, it’s the lesson about self-care in the midst of a very full 
wedding season which is now 10 months long.  So, do the work and 
take good care of yourself in the process.  And yes, I did “crash” in 
2006 and re-worked things so that my ego was in the proper place.   

6)   Treasuring “December Scrapbook Time”  I love putting to-
gether my year-end scrapbook of photos, testimonials and mementos 
from the year – very, very fun!  Take time to drink in your successes 
and memories… 

7)    Recognizing Your Teachers.  In this work of Celebrancy our 
clients and client experiences are great teachers.  Take time to listen 
between the lines to your clients, to read subtle nuances and to offer 
kindness and great service. As always, under-promise and over-
deliver! 

8)    Leading with Gratitude and a Humble Heart (well, most 
times).  After these years of doing this work, I am still filled with 
gratitude for the opportunity to share in such poignant and memorable 
moments.  And I treasure that people trust me to deliver on what I 
promise – to be selected as a Celebrant is a very humbling and joyful 
“yes!” 

9)    Humor Gets You Out of Almost Anything.  So Does A Re-

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fund…  Yes, there will be a day or so or more within a 
year where you’ll execute a “snafu” within a ceremony.  
I’ve found that as more time goes by, what used to upset 
me in year one or year two doesn’t have the sting as be-
fore.  Upon an unexpected snafu, I’ve learned that elegant 
humor is welcomed by family and friends.    

10)  Recognizing You Were Born To Experience This 
Work.   I’ve come to recognize that the calling to Cele-
brancy is just that – a calling.  This work demands a heart 
muscle filled with love, learning, compassion, empathy 
and drive.  Yes, drive.  Whether you have a part-time or 
full-time Celebrancy practice, it’s knowing that this work 
is not only about the clients you serve but is also about 
you – and all that Celebrancy brings to your life experi-
ence.
